Inti Raymi
Festival in honour of Inti (“sun” in Quechuan)
It is celebrated in June and July, as well as during the
winter solstice.

Kachinas
Appearance of the kachinas (spirits).
Winter and summer solstice.

Belenus
God of sun and fire.
Festival held on the first of May.

Falles, haros, halhes, brandons
Solstice fire festivals in the Pyrenees.
They are celebrated on the summer and winter solstice.

Apollo
Greek sun god.
Recognised in Greece, at the Oracle of Delphi.
